NURTURE DIVISION: 
Summer Programs Report:  

M. Feldhaus Re.: SEGA Mission Trip to New Orleans 06/04/06; Five area churches represented.  Disassembled a sanctuary and began creating a steel dormitory; Toured New Orleans and Gulfport, MS; CDs of experience to be sent to each SEGA church; Four from Community, Manchester and possibly a group from Sikeston to return.  

D. Cripe Re.:  Chi Ro and CYF camps; Positive combined camping experience.  Theme was Peace.

PRC Re.:  First Adventure Camp; Date switched and combined with JYF Camp, due to small registration
J. Daniel Re.: Orchard Crest:  61 campers in first week, 51 in week two, Two other scheduled groups (Lutheran-Camp Sunshine and Nazarene group), possible $10,000 profit from the two; goal is to add at least one new group each year. 

Currently no Assistant to the Director or Head Cook, Two P/T employees have been hired.  Pool was not repainted due to abundance of rain this spring.  Camp Manager would like Camp Directors to ask Camp Counselors to follow the proper chain of command when reporting problems at the camp.  Community donated $2000 to OC.  The first $1000 is to be used to replace mattresses and the second $1000 to be used for golf cart batteries ($600), window A/C units and balance for pool and cabin paint.  Plan to develop a wish list for donations.  Current needs are as follows: benches, vinyl flooring for bathroom, clutch for the tractor, Z-turn mower, pool paint, septic system repair or replacement).  Expense report will be provided at August Board meeting.

PRC Re.:  MAD Camp; Will present a musical at the October Regional Assembly.

D. Cripe Re.: New SEGA Web Page; Free Hosting on Eden’s server; segadisciples.org, D. Cripe Web Designer, Anna Web Manager, domain name to be registered at no cost

PRC Re.: New Brochures; Anna creating three brochures, one about SEGA and two about Orchard Crest (one internal marketing and one external marketing)

PRC Re.: Raney Farm anticipates their giving to Orchard Crest will be back on schedule next February.

MISSION DIVISION:

S. Doan Re.: New Church; A probable candidate for Wentzville has been identified and tentatively scheduled to begin in January.  Call remains open for a planter in Florissant.  

PRC Re. Church Revitalization: Larry Hill and James Brooks have been selected to attend the Vital Church Summit in January 2007.  Mid-America to pay registration and  hotel  and SEGA  to pay airfare for both.  Last payment for Spiritual Strategic Journey to be paid at the end of June.  Consultation continues through September at no additional cost.

FINANCIAL REPORT:
PRC reports a balance of $8500 in the checking account as of June 30, 2006.  The audit will be conducted in July at the cost of $4,750.  Quarterly insurance payments are due in July.  J. Daniel reports that his efforts to find insurance at a lower premium were unsuccessful due to the expense of insuring Orchard Crest.  The office accounting has been switched from Quick Books to Quicken.  Due to the relocation of the SEGA office, Checking and Savings accounts will be switched from Maplewood Bank to Bank of America, Webster Groves with PRC, AK, MP and MF to be signatories.  The safe deposit box at Maplewood Bank will be closed by PRC and MP not to be reopened.  PRC to be added, by notarized letter, as a signatory on the mature CD that the Board has approved be cashed out.  New checks have been ordered and will be printed by AK.  Savings account at Maplewood has been closed.  Checking to remain open until all outstanding checks have cleared.  The use of the BOA Checking account is to begin next week.
